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Thanks for being on board with the $100 Guitar Project!  We are kind of stunned that it’s taken off at a rate that’s actually kind of hard to keep up with. There over 60 guitarists on board (!!!)  Staggering… and wonderful.

So we’re all on the same page, here are the guidelines for the project.

First off, the deliverables (ie. what we need from you):

1. Your piece delivered as a WAV or AIFF file

2. A photo of you with the guitar (for CD cover, web, promo, etc)

3. Optional (but we really want you to!): Your signature on the guitar 

4. Optional (but we really want you to!): a short video of you working on your piece.

And now more details about the above stuff and other stuff:

· Your piece should be about no longer than 1:30 mm:ss. 

· Your piece needs to be original, no covers of copyrighted material. 

· You are responsible for recording it yourself. There is no budget for recording.

· The $100 Guitar should be featured in your piece, but there are no stylistic restrictions. You can do a solo piece, or multitrack, you can sing along, play it in a band … but don’t bury the $100 Guitar in a big mix of instruments, and don’t just slap it on a tune to fulfill the requirements of the project. Get into the thing and mine it for what it can give you. It must be central to your piece in some way.

· No permanent modifications of the instrument other than changing strings or a necessary repair. If a screw falls out or a wire needs to be soldered, fix it, that’s OK. But no adding a pickup, fixing the broken whammy bar, changing pots, etc. 

· Please submit a finished mix.  We will master the CD from exactly what you submit, with minimal or no further editing or tweaking on our part.

· Submissions should come to Nick as WAV or AIFF files either via post (on a data cd-r) or via a file sharing service. Please don’t email us your file as an attachment. If you don’t have access to a file sharing service, email Nick and ask for a temporary “ELF account”. If you are going to go postal, mail your CD to Nick Didkovsky at 118 E 93rd St #9C, NY NY 10128

· Depending on where you live you may be responsible for shipping the guitar to the next participant, or handing it to the next one.  If you cannot afford the shipping, contact us and we’ll work it out.

· Participants can keep the guitar for up to ONE WEEK and then it has to go to the next person.  

· Nick Didkovsky and Chuck O’Meara are the producers on this project and will coordinate scheduling with you. If you have questions, please check with us, not the person who told you about the project or the person who shipped you the guitar.  

· You should register your piece with your performing rights organization (BMI, ASCAP, etc), so that you will get royalties for radio play, etc. 

· You own your piece, not us, so you may release it elsewhere. But please don’t do that until appreciable time has elapsed from the date of this CD’s release, and please let us know of your intentions.  If you decide before this CD’s release that you also want to release your piece elsewhere and concurrently, it’s probably better if your piece is NOT included in this collection.

· We are proud to say that Bridge Records will release this as a double CD and will donate the portion of the sales price usually reserved for royalties directly to CARE. CARE is a leading humanitarian organization fighting global poverty. Note that you will not see any money from your participation in this project (other than broadcast publishing royalties which are all yours). We’ll send you an agreement summarizing this, which you’ll need to sign and return to us.

· We would love it if you would send us 10 – 30 seconds of video playing or rehearsing your piece, for YouTube promotion.

· Please submit a casual still photo of yourself with the guitar.  The tentative cover design will feature small shots of all the players who contribute to the project in a collage.

· Please sign the guitar in permanent marker.  It’ll look really cool as signatures accumulate.
